A Note From The Treasurer
We are aware that, in addition to our regular Gift Aid and non-Gift Aid givers, some people put money into the collection anonymously.  Please accept our sincere thanks on behalf of the PCC for your important contribution to God’s work through this church.

You may not be aware that you could be giving us more than you think!  We can sometimes claim further money through the Gift Aid Small Donations Scheme (GASDS), even though we don't know your identity (and neither does HMRC).

I have explained the scheme below, but am very happy to answer any questions you may have.


Whether we are able to claim Gift Aid through individuals being eligible, through the GASDS or not at all makes no difference to our gratitude to you for your regular and faithful giving.  Most of our income comes from individual giving, so your donations are absolutely vital and very much appreciated.  Thank you again.
Gift Aid Small Donations Scheme (GASDS)





The church can in some circumstances still be able to claim a payment similar to Gift Aid from HMRC under the Gift Aid Small Donations Scheme (GASDS).  In order to be able to do this the donations must:-





be for £30 or less and


be cash or contactless.  Cheques or standing orders do not count.





Suppose for example your giving for the month is as follows:-





Week 1		Envelope containing £30 cash 


Week 2		Envelope containing £50 cash 


Week 3		Envelope containing cheque for £15


Week 4		£12 cash put in the offering





The church could claim under the GASDS for Week 1 and Week 4.  Week 2 is ineligible as it contains over £30 (a nice problem to have though!) and Week 3 is ineligible as although the gift is for under £30 it is a cheque, not cash.  It is only the total which we claim on, and no individuals are named in the claim.  In the example here we would get 25% of £30 + £12 (=£42) which would give us an additional £10.50 from HMRC.
